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Learned counsel for the petitioners contends that the State Government vide
order dated 14.03.2020 (Annexure P-1) Issued by the Princlpal Secretary to Hon'ble Chief
Minister had extended the services of the doctors till 30.09.2020. The State Government had
issued another order on 23.09.2020 (Annexure P-3) further extending the services of the
doctors, who are over 58 years but below the age of 60 years, till 31.12.2020. The petitioners,
who are working as Dentists, have by the order dated 30.09.2020 (Annexure P-4) been retired.
He also contends that the Dentists cannot be discriminated from other doctors in any manner
especially when they were also performing Covid related duties. He further contends that the
petitioners may be deployed on any Covid related dutles.

Issue natice to the respondents.

At the asking of the Court, Ms. Ambika Bedi, AAG, Punjab accepts notice on
